Learn about mahout life,
feed the giants, and walk with them to the river for their bath.

• Evening: Enjoy a traditional Lao Dance Show at the Royal Palace theater.

• Morning: Enjoy a slow morning for a spa treatment or a walk
through the French-Lao Old Quarter.
